Fellows will be integrated into the IGS and into the
working group of her/his supervisor in one of the four
participating faculties Production Engineering, Busi-
ness Studies/Economics, Mathematics/Computer
Science, Physics/Electrical Engineering.

The additional supporting programme at the IGS
comprises an airport pick-up service as well as an
accompanying service and soft skill courses for all
Erasmus Mundus guests. The International Office of
the University of Bremen offers a broad support for
finding a flat or getting started at the University of
Bremen. Fellows will also have the chance to take
classes in another participating Bremen university or
one of the LogDynamics institutes.

The IGS doctoral candidates, the Erasmus Mundus
guests and the researchers of LogDynamics benefit
from these exchanges and from the training of cross-
cultural and multi-disciplinary cooperation on a daily
base. That will lead to sustainable and resilient interna-
tional partnerships. 47 mobilities have already been
carried out from Bremen to Asia and vice versa.
